The Summer Legal Intern Program is a 10-week, full-time program for students completing their first and second
years of law school. Law students who participate in the competitive, structured program benefit from an
exceptional legal experience and invaluable exposure to the demands and rewards of public service. Interns can
expect challenging legal research and writing assignments and even courtroom appearances alongside supervising
attorneys. The Program provides regular professional development opportunities including trainings, events, and
networking activities.

Internships are unpaid and accepted students are encouraged to pursue funding through their law schools or other
funding sources. The Attorney General’s Office has a wide-range of responsibilities and, taking into account
placement preferences, accepted students are assigned to a particular division within the office.
